egional Forum on “Enhancing the competence of
Rthe institutions on fundamental human rights”

was held on February 10 at the Hall of the District
Administration Veliko Tarnovo. The forum was organized
by Center “Amalipe” within the project “Increasing the
competence of lawyers for fundamental human rights”,
coordinated by the Roma Centre for Social Intervention
and Studies - Romani CRISS (Romania). Participants in the
forum were representatives of the Regional Directorate of

Interior - Veliko Tarnovo, district prosecutors and judges
from the area, district inspectors, lawyers and jurists.

The meeting was opened by the Deputy Governor
of Veliko Tarnovo Mrs. Lubomira Popova, who said about
cooperation between the Centre “Amalipe” and District
Administration. The Program Director of “Amalipe”
Theodora Krumova put the current issue of early marriages
in the district, still common in the Roma community.

Ms. Krumova emphasized the crucial importance
of education to raise the age of Roma girls to enter into
partnerships or early marriage and destroyed the myth
of multi Roma family, by pointing out that according to a
survey conducted with a total of 477 persons, aged 18-60

years from the area, the average number of children per
family is 2,35.

The chairman of Center “Amalipe” Deyan Kolev
called for further interaction between the responsible
institutions and the community to tackle the problem
of early coexistence and modernization of the Roma
community. During the meeting were discussed the laws
and the work of institutions, focusing in defending human
rights. The representatives of Center “Amalipe” Maria
Yanakieva, Sergei Sashev and Stefan Stefanov highlighted
the experience they have on the field - the exclusive role of
the moderators at the Centers for Community Development
for organizing and activating the Roma community.

The forum ended with the presentation of Mr.
Lalo Kamenov, who discussed with participants the legal
framework and practices of the Commission for Protection
against Discrimination on ethnic grounds.

It was organized by
the Center for Interethnic Dialogue and Tolerance “Amal-
ipe” and “Open Society” in partnership with the Deputy
Prime Minister for EU funds Malina Krumova.

“Good practices in the field of Roma inclusion should be
used in the future because integration is one of the steps
to transform the European Union into a successful union
with common goals,” said Deputy Prime Minister Krumo-
va in her opening speech. “The importance of the theme
for our country is evident from signed on 9 December 2016
Memoranda of Understanding for the implementation of
the Financial Mechanism of the European Economic Area

and the implementation of the Norwegian Financial Mech-
anism for 2014-2021 period, “added Ms. Krumova. As pro-
vided therein, Bulgaria will receive financial support for
projects in the social and territorial development and co-
hesion in the amount of 210.1 mln euros, provided free of
charge by Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway. Memoranda
on both the mechanism set supporting policies for Roma
integration as a key priority in three programs”, said Dep-
uty Prime Minister. She congratulated the organizers and
stressed on concrete proposals to both mechanisms.

“Roma integration is a test for the success of nations,” said
Deputy Prime Minister and Chairman of NCCEII Ilko Se-
merdzhiev. In his address to the participants Semerdzhiev
said that there are many successful experiences supporting
the adopted by the National Assembly National Strategy for
Roma integration, such as scholarship student program for
medical students, health mediators or initiative to establish
a Roma theater, and the fact that 194 municipalities have
approved municipal integration programs. The task is suc-
cessful practices to become policies and despite the limited
mandate of the acting government, we will work for it.

HE Mr. Tom van Oorshot - Ambassador of the
Netherlands and co-chair of ambassadorial group for Roma
inclusion also have welcoming words to the forum partic-
ipants. He noted that social inclusion is impossible with-
out special attention to the sectors of education and health,
communication is needed at all levels, including local com-
munities. The ambassadors’ group, which includes 12 am-
bassadors accredited in Bulgaria: from Member States of
the EU, Norway, Switzerland and the USA, will work for
this to happen. The group has two goals - to support aware-
ness of the Bulgarian institutions on the importance of pol-
icies for Roma integration and to maintain communication
with the community.

of Norway in Bucharest. On behalf of the European Com-
mission spoke Ms. Sandrine De Buggenoms - Head of the
Department for Bulgaria, Romania and Malta in DG “Em-
ployment” of the European Commission.

In his opening speech Deyan Kolev, chairman of the
“Amalipe” Center presented the context of the forum and
its tasks. “Bulgaria has a good National Strategy for Inte-
gration and numerous successful practices and even mod-
els, especially in education and health care. - Kolev stressed
and added: Bulgaria does not have an appropriate admin-
istrative and political consultative framework: NCCEII was
not functioning for years and needs a deep change. No fi-
nancial resources are allocated from the state budget. There
is a lack of sufficient political commitment and public sup-
port for the implementation of integration policies. Under
these conditions the European funds, which by their design
are a means to implement policies start having functions
on design of policies”.

Kolev also pointed out that on December 9, 2016
Bulgaria signed a memorandum of understanding for the
implementation of the Financial Mechanism of the Euro-
pean Economic Area and the implementation of the Nor-
wegian Financial Mechanism for the period 2014-2021. In
the next six months ministries and stakeholders from Bul-
garia and donor countries should prepare preliminary con-
cepts for each of the approved programs. Memoranda and
the two mechanisms put one of the highlights on support-
ing policies for Roma integration. Financial Mechanism of
the European Economic Area contains the program area
“Roma inclusion and empowerment” to the program “Lo-
cal development, reduce poverty and improve the integra-
tion of vulnerable groups, and the requirement that 10% of
funds under the program “Cultural Entrepreneurship, her-
itage and cooperation”to be used to improve the situation
of Roma. The Norwegian Financial Mechanism requires
10% of the funds under the programs “Justice” and “Home
Affairs” to be used to improve the situation of Roma. “Let
this forum offer themes and approaches to be included in
these areas” called the chairman of Amalipe.

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Prospects in the new programming period:

Managing authorities of the Operational Pro-
grammes “Human Resources Development”, “Science and
education for smart growth ‘and’ Regions in Growth” pre-
sented their planned integration operations. Daniela Dim-
itrova from the Embassy of the Swiss Confederation pre-
sented the approach and implementation activities within
the HEA Program- Health and Education for All - the Bul-
garian-Swiss program of cooperation on Roma integration.
Deputy Mayor of Tundzha and representative of NAMB
Stancho Stanchev in turn presented some of the needs of
municipalities. He emphasized the need for “hard mea-
sures” (public works, social housing, etc.) in rural commu-
nities. Stanchev justify the need for the creation of a fund
through which municipalities to facilitate access to pre-
school education: covering the fees for kindergartens( the
whole amount or partially), etc.

The final session was moderated by Deputy Prime
Minister Krumova. She requires form the operators of the
four programs in the EEA Financial Mechanism and the
Norwegian FM in which Roma integration is a priority to
attract working Roma organizations in the preparation of
programs.

Deyan Kolev presented a summary of identified
needs and best practices. We have reached a consensus with
the CCU and the Embassy of Norway to support the schol-
arship program for Roma medical students, which will in-
clude other specialties as well. We hope an agreement to be
reached also on other successful models, appealed Kolev.

primary schools in villages to transform into unified,

ie training students from 1st to 10th grade. That
applies especially to the villages where more conservative
groups of Roma, Turks, Bulgarian Muslims and other ethnic
groups live, in which girls rarely continue to secondary
education. National Association of Municipalities supports
these efforts.

That became clear during the fourth national meeting of
municipal experts on education organized by NAMB in
Pazardzhik from 8 to 10 of February. The topic was set by
Deyan Kolev from Center “Amalipe”, who was one of the
moderators at the discussion forum “The range of children
of compulsory school age - acommon task of Municipalities,
Ministry of Education and NGOs.”

“What is unified school and could it be possible?” - Asked
in his presentation Kolev. And he answered, “Absolutely
yes, because:

1. Unified schools have a chance to increase the
range of young people from villages and especially of Roma
girls in secondary education;

2. Unified Schools are a chance for the development
of schools in the villages after the Education Act takes their
eighth grade;

3. Unified schools have a chance to improve the

quality of education in rural schools”
Kolev presented the key steps that municipalities must take
to create unified schools that persist in the first high school
stage all young people, providing high quality education
and the opportunity to continue in the second high school
stage. “The decision is yours, to the Municipal Council. Do
not worry if the regional department of education will give
a positive opinion: the law requires opinion, not agreement
of the RDE”- said Kolev. He appealed to the municipalities
to support the development of unified schools in villages
and not to do in the towns, as the transformation of urban
“Roma” schools from primary to unified will reinforce
segregation.

Theodora Dacheva by the National Association of
Municipalities also encouraged municipalities to support
the development of integrated schools in the villages. The
criteria MES gave to RDE were only indicative and non-
binding, said Dacheva, emphasizing the crucial role of
municipalities in this process.

Experts from many municipalities have expressed

their attitude to assist in the transformation of rural primary
schools in unified ones. Their main arguments were
related to ensuring more complete coverage in secondary
education, as well as support for the preservation and
development of schools in the villages.
The discussion forum “The range of children of compulsory
school age - a common task of Municipalities, Ministry
of Education and NGOs” was organized in partnership
with the Trust for social alternative. Eugenia Volen and
Galia Marinova by TSA presented two programs of the
Foundation, aimed at the full range:

Manuela Radeva, director of the Center for
Educational Integration of Children and students from
ethnic minorities, presented the activities of the Center.
She focused on tender procedures announced by the
Centre and their accessibility even for smaller schools and
kindergartens.

In her detailed presentation Lilia Krasteva, head
of research, analysis and methodologies; monitoring and
evaluation of the Centre for Inclusive Education examined
the challenges facing municipalities in ensuring quality
inclusive education.

Amalipe name was repeatedly mentioned during
the discussion forum. Many local experts highlighted the
excellent work of the schools participating in the network
“Every student will be a winner” of Amalipe. All panelists
and representatives of NAMB also pointed out the role
of the organization - as well as in the implementation of
initiatives on the field and in the formation of policies for
educational integration of Roma children.

ctivation of unemployed Roma from Krichim,

Perushtitsa and Stamboliyski, directing them to

companies from Trakia economiczone and assisting
in the preparation of documents for job applications are the
activities, which Amalipe Center implemented to support
increased levels of employment in the Roma community in
Plovdiv. The initiative is by the Trust for social achievement
and Job Tiger, and Amalipe Center perform those activities
in the local community.

Representatives of seven companies from Cluster
Trakia economic zone are hiring workers for their
developing industries. There are various positions available,
requiring different level of education, as part of the
positions do not require any education or experience. The
companies presented vacancies and requirements to them
in different municipalities and even regions. Interviews
with the candidates could be made on the spot. They also
presented information on opportunities for moving and
living conditions in Plovdiv. Plovdiv municipality declares
its support for the project and willingness to provide
enough places in kindergartens and schools for enrolling
children. The key is to build housing for industrial workers,
which is about to happen within a project of “Cluster Trakia
economic zone.” Workers from the region of Plovdiv has
free transport. The initiative of Trust for social achievement
and Job Tiger aims to support candidates from vulnerable
groups to apply for the positions offered.

Centre Amalipe has paid fees for kindergarten of

186 children from disadvantaged families. The total
amount was 16,015 lev, for the period from September to
December 2016. The payment of monthly subscription
fees and food for children from disadvantaged families, is
in the framework of the project “Ready for School” which
is implemented by Centre “Amalipe” with the financial
support of the Trust for social achievement and “America
for Bulgaria” Foundation. Project activities will continue
until the end of the school year - June 2017.

The project aims not only to cover fees for
kindergarten, but to launch a broad public discussion
about the effectiveness of investment in early childhood
education as a means to overcome persistent poverty, and
to pay attention to challenges in providing access to early
childhood education for the poorest citizens of Bulgaria.

Early education of children from poor communities has
long-term impact not only on educational outcomes but
also on their quality of life. Yet the majority of children
from disadvantaged communities remain outside the scope
of kindergartens. The main reasons for this are financial
difficulties of families, lack of physical access and low
motivation of parents.

Besides covering the monthly fees for kindergarten,
the project is working with parents of children towards
changing their attitudes and motivation. Children are
provided textbooks and pay for medical examinations. The
support they receive within the project ensure the successful
coverage of children in the field of early childhood education
and their subsequent pass at an early stage of schoolin.

Amalipe implement the project by September 2014.
Evidence of the benefits of investing in early childhood
education is the fact that already a total of 187 children
from Veliko Tarnovo were enrolled in classrooms thanks
to the support and the most important is that children are
prepared for school.

Arguments in favor of increased investment in
early childhood education:

-Biologicalargument:inanearlystageofdevelopment
child acquires biological patterns and behaviors that can be
easily reversed at a later stage. These are the skills of social
and cognitive sphere. Ability to communicate with peers,
develop their vocabulary to recognize words and others.

-Social Argument: early intervention to smooth
differences is among the most effective in reducing
disparities in early childhood education and development.
The differences in vocabulary at an early age with time
aggravate and influence success in school, and later on
successful realization of the labor market.

Good care in infancy and early childhood
education leads not only to increased cognitive skills, but
also to better socio-emotional literacy. This in turn has
resulted in better motivation for visiting and success in
school, better social status of the child as an adult, and
lower costs to society / in terms of social and health costs.

February 2017. The forum was organized by the Center for
interethnic dialogue and tolerance “Amalipe.”

During the meeting were presented the results of
the past year under the project and the schools shared
a particular experience working within it. Principlas
discussed the upcomingactivities for the second semester of
2016/2017 academic year. Topics on which directors shared
their experience from practice were how the introduction
of intercultural education, the activation of parents and
students lead to reducing the dropout, as well as to motivate
students for higher education results and continuing
education at least until completion of secondary education.
Some of the elements that schools from the Amalipe
network implement are empowering student parliament,
introducing students - mentors, creating active parent club,
exchange visits between schools to share experience and
introduce classes in Roma folklore and culture as a means
not only to create a more favorable environment, but also
to increase tolerance among students.
